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The 2010 Devon Performing Arts Festival 

will again be held at the South Street Baptist Church, Exeter, EX1 1JA 

South Street Baptist Church is on the East side of South Street, Exeter, opposite the junction with Market 
Street. The lower part of South Street is two way, but northbound traffic must turn into Market Street as the 
higher part of South Street is one-way southbound. By following Market Street across Fore Street, into 
Mary Arches and Bartholemew Street, it is possible to turn into North Street and return down South Street. 

The best approach by vehicle is down South Street (southbound) so that the Church is on your left. A little 
higher up South Street (ie before you reach the Church) there is a parking bay for coaches, and a loading 
bay a little further down, suitable for pick-up and set-down. 

For disabled access, it is possible to set-down and pick-up immediately in front of the building. 

On-street parking is a problem so close to the City Centre, but there are a number of car parks within easy 
reach, marked on the map below. Those at Magdalen Street and The Quay are within about five minutes 
walk. 

Do not attempt to park, set-down or pick-up in Palace Gate as this is the fire access for the 
Cathedral! 

The Church is about 10 minutes walk from Central Railway Station, and a little longer from the Bus Station. 

If approaching by road from the M5, follow signs to the City Centre from Junction 30: these will bring you in 
along Topsham Road, which becomes Holloway Street. 

If approaching from the A30 (Honiton direction) follow the road (Honiton Road) towards the City Centre 
from the outer by-pass through Heavitree, and turn left at the large roundabout onto Western Way (the 
inner by-pass).

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ADJUDICATORS 2010 
 
Dr Mark Tanner PhD MA FTCL FRSA Hon.BC (Keyboard) 
 
Mark Tanner was born in Bristol in 1963. His first tentative solo  appearance at Bristolôs Colston Hall, 
aptly described as ñintrepidò by  the Bristol Evening Post, came at the age of 13, and shortly after he  
appeared on BBC TV, playing Liszt. He studied piano with Gwyn  Pritchard, Geoffrey Buckley, Philip 
Martin and Richard McMahon,  gaining his PhD from the Birmingham Conservatoire in 1999.  
 
He has  appeared in many of Britainôs most favoured recital halls, including  five successive appear-
ances at Wigmore Hall, Purcell Room and St  Johnôs Smith Square in London as well as a number of 
prominent  educational establishments including the universities of Oxford,  Cambridge, London, Ed-
inburgh, Aberdeen, the RWCMD, Birmingham  Conservatoire and recently at Chethams International 
Summer School for  Pianists. He also appeared at St Georgeôs Bristol with duo partner  Allan Schiller 
as part of the Mozart 250 celebrations. For a number of  years Mark has been a popular recitalist on 
cruise liners around the  globe. He has broadcast several premières live on BBC Radio 3 and his  
recordings have attracted consistently high critical acclaim.     
 
His special interest in British music has led to commissioned works  from a number of revered com-
posers including John McLeod, Philip  Martin, Graham Lynch, Paul óHarryô Harris, Colin Decio, Fre-
derick  Stocken and Andrew Wilson-Dickson. Mark is music critic for a number  of prominent journals, 
having contributed to International Record  Review, Classical Music, Musical Opinion, International 
Piano and  Piano Professional. He has published scholarly articles in the USA and  UK, including 
19th Century Music and the Liszt Society Journal, and  edited contemporary several music scores for 
Peters Edition and  Griffin Music. His eight-volume series for piano entitled Eye-Tunes  (100 pieces in 
all) has just been published in 2009 by Spartan Press.   
 
He is an international examiner of grades and diplomas for the ABRSM,  having undertaken seven 
tours to Hong Kong, Beijing, Singapore, New  Zealand, USA, Canada, N. Ireland and Cyprus, with 
imminent tours to  Sri Lanka, Turkey and Switzerland. He adjudicates festivals for the  British and In-
ternational Federation of Festivals, twice judged the  EPTA Piano Competition and has given many 
lectures on a diverse range  of subjects as well as masterclasses in Europe and mainland China.  
 
For  sixteen years he was Assistant Director of Music at Taunton School in  Somerset; he has been 
active in music education for 25 years.    
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Penny Jenkins (Singing) 
 
Penny Jenkins has performed opera and oratorio throughout Europe, has broadcast for the BBC and 
recorded solos with the Oriana Consort, the Brighton Chamber Choir and the Neil Jenkins Chorale. 
She now concentrates on teaching singing to people of all ages and abilities, and loves her classes 
for adult singers (such as the ones at "Jackdaws") called Discover Your Voice, as well as her work 
with juniors called Ready, Steady, Sing! She has twice been Musician in Residence for the Jackdaws 
Educational Trust in Somerset, working with primary and secondary school children on large-scale 
choral works. 
 
For ten years she was a tutor at Summer Music, where she got to know Steven Rickards. She is now 
co-director, with him, of the Vocal Arts Institute at the University of Indianapolis. She has successfully 
trained pupils for Choral Scholarships at Cambridge University and places at London music colleges. 
In recent years she has been working as a vocal coach in the world of film and television, notably the 
Edinburgh Festival & Cannes success: The Great Ecstasy of Robert Carmichael. In 2005 she was 
seen training the priest in Channel 4ôs documentary Priest Idol.  
 
 
Janet Tuckett LLAM. GODA. PGCA. (Speech and Drama) 
 
Janet trained at the Barbara Macrae Studio, Bristol and has taught Speech and Drama for over 40 
years. 
 
She has been an adjudicating member of the British Federation of Festivals since 1976 working at 
Festivals all over the UK. In 2000 she had her first experience of international adjudicating at the 
Hong Kong Schoolsô Festival. In 2004 she became an Associate of the Guild of Drama Adjudicators, 
so is now often involved in adjudicating One-Act and Full-Length Play Festivals.  
 
She is also an examiner and the Registrar for Vanguard Examinations, a board which examines the 
full range of Poetry, Prose, Drama and Spoken English. 
 
As well as adjudicating Janet is the Speech & Drama secretary of the Bristol Festival of Music, 
Speech and Drama. 
 
Her teaching is now mainly at Badminton School, Bristol, as well as in private practice. In past years 
she has run a Youth Theatre Group, ñBlue Lodge Dramaò which won awards at the Bristol and Avon 
One-Act Festivals. 
 
Experience of Festivals goes back over 50 years for Janet as she first competed in Bristol as a four-
year old and even now she is a member of a Group Speaking team which performs at Festivals and 
gives Recitals. 

 
Janet is looking forward to adjudicating at the Devon Performing Arts Festival and sharing in the ex-
citement and creativity of the performers. 
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Viviane Ronchetti Bmus, GRSM, ARMCM (Instrumental Music - Strings) 
 
Viviane Ronchetti won a Junior Exhibition to the Royal Manchester College of Music to study the vio-
lin with the international concert artiste, Endre Wolf, at the age of 13. She became a member of the 
National Youth Orchestra of Great Britain a year later and ultimately, the NYOôs sub-leader. In 1966, 
Viviane was awarded a place to study music at Manchester University and the Royal Manchester 
College of Music concurrently. She was a pupil of Professor Alexandre Mouskovsky at the RMCM 
and graduated with Bachelor of Music Degree with special Honours awarded in Performance. After 
graduating, Viviane studied with Manoug Parikian and started on a career combining teaching with 
free-lancing with the major London 
chamber orchestras. 
 
Viviane has held Professor of Violin and Head of Strings at the Guildhall School of Music & Drama 
Junior department for five years from 2003 - 2008. She is Director of the National Youth Strings 
Academy ï founded in 1995 to promote the string orchestra repertoire and to develop the ensemble-
playing skills of talented young string-players aged 9 to 21. She travels extensively in both the UK 
and overseas as a specialist strings adjudicator. 
 
 
 
Dominic Nunns BA (Hons), PGDip (RCM) (Instrumental Music - Wind and Brass) 
 
Described by The Times as "a great British hope", Dominic Nunns is a classically trained musician 
with the ability to work in a wide range of styles. His critically acclaimed completion of an unfinished 
horn concerto by Mozart is published by Bªrenreiter: the TES described this as ñthe ultimate seal of 
approvalò. 
 
His work as a composer, conductor, horn-player and educator has explored rock, jazz, folk, klezmer, 
classic and contemporary film soundtracks, Arabic music, electronic music and rhythm-theatre with 
the award-winning Lost and Found Orchestra, follow-up to the global sensation STOMP. 
 
He has performed extensively across five continents, working with the orchestra of the RSC and oth-
ers. The STOMP LFO ï for which Dominic arranges and performs ï played at the Sydney Opera 
House, breaking box office records. His adaptability in composing, orchestrating and producing music 
in a variety of genres with craftmanship and feeling has led him to compose music for BBC and 
Channel 4 TV and to work on around 25 film soundtracks including the James Bond movie Die An-
other Day. He conducted the award-winning score for Wild Ocean 3D and appears on screen in the 
Kevin Costner movie The Upside of Anger. Dominic has also composed and arranged for Silva 
Screen Records, The Viral Factory and for the acclaimed Concert for George (Harrison) at the Royal 
Albert Hall. 
 
Dominic is a visiting lecturer at Chichester University and the Royal Academy of Music, Junior Acad-
emy. His adjudicating work has taken him to various UK festivals and also to Hong Kong and the Re-
public of Ireland.

FESTIVAL FACILITIES 

 

Immediately adjoining the Church is Palace Gate Centre: some of its rooms we are 
able to use in addition to the Church. 

One room will be available for relaxing etc at all times, and tea/coffee will be 
available as often as we can find volunteers to staff it. 

We will endeavour to provide other rooms for needs (tuning, warmup etc) as they 
arise, but this depends on their availability within this busy centre. 

We are unable, due to lack of staff, to provide catering facilities, but there is a 
variety of cafés and restaurants nearby. 

Bottles & cartons of drink, packets of biscuits and other snacks will be available in 
the foyer. 

Toilets are clearly marked in the foyer - please avoid using toilets in the rest of the 
building, which is used by a variety of other groups. 
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 NOTES & RULES  for MUSIC, SPEECH & DRAMA SECTIONS:  
Please read carefully 

 
AGE is taken as on 1st September IMMEDIATELY BEFORE the Festival. Incorrect age will lead to 
disqualification.  
 
BEGINNERS   Those learning a particular skill for less than two years.  
 
OPEN CLASSES   Anyone, of any age, professional or amateur may compete. 
 
CONDUCTORS  FOR MUSIC CLASSES (choirs & orchestras) may conduct in more than one 
class. They must not sing or make any sound. Please bring own music stands. 
 
OWN CHOICE CLASSES  Legible scripts/scores/manuscripts must be given to the Adjudicator's 
Steward with a postcard stating class number, entrantôs name, author, title, & publisher when the 
competitor is called; please do not send them in advance. No set piece may be used again as an 
Own Choice. Choices from all recent and current Trinity Guildhall, LAMDA & ABRSM lists (or 
equivalent) will be acceptable. 
 
PHOTOCOPIES   When an Own Choice is selected from a publication containing several works 
and is not published separately, one copy may be made for the use of the Adjudicator provided the 
competitor has already purchased his/her own copy and that the copy made is subsequently 
destroyed. This permission does not apply to set works. Details of all items performed at this 
Festival are required by the Performing Rights Society. 
 
USE OF RECORDED MUSIC   The Festival is affiliated to the British & International Federation of 
Festivals and participates in its Group Licence covering fees for the use of recorded music. 
Teachers using tapes created from commercial recordings must themselves obtain permission to re
-record from the record companies concerned. 
 
TIME LIMITS  Non-observance of time limits will be penalised. Timings are listed for each class.  
 
NON-COMPETITIVE ENTRIES may be accepted for any class. If this is clearly stated on the entry 
form, only oral and written criticisms will be given (no mark or trophy).  
 

SUBSTITUTION  of competitors only allowed under exceptional circumstances, and by prior 
agreement of the Committee whose decision is final. 
 
MOBILE TELEPHONES must be silenced.  
 
AUDITION CONDITIONS are required throughout. Coaching in any form will lead to immediate 
disqualification. 
 
NO SMOKING in any part of the Festival venue, at any time.

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SELECTING DATES & TIMES   The Committee goes to great lengths to try to accommodate  
requests for specific performance dates and times, but such requests cannot always be met.  
 
PROGRAMME TIMES - are approximate and competitors must be prepared to perform (at the 

Adjudicator's discretion) up to 15 minutes earlier than scheduled.  
 
ADJUDICATION  in all cases, the adjudicator's decision is final, and not open to debate. Adjudicators 
are highly experienced experts in their field. They advise, encourage and sometimes admonish. 
Entering the Festival is a rare opportunity to obtain criticism at the highest level as a performer, and 
although there are inevitably fewer winners than competitors, it is those who act upon the 
adjudicator's remarks who gain most. 
 
TROPHIES will be presented to Competitors gaining a minimum of 84 marks. They must be returned 
in good condition by 15th February to the relevant Section Co-ordinator (see list of Festival Officials). 
Trophies may be appropriately engraved at the winner's expense. 
 
Several trophies are awarded on the strength of performances in more than one class. Claims for 
these awards must be lodged with Festival officials by the last day of the competitions. No claims can 
be considered after this. If in any doubt please make a claim.. Some classes have no trophies.

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Child Protection Policy 
 
The safety of children and vulnerable adults is paramount and all, without exception, have the right to 
protection from abuse. All suspicions and allegations of abuse will be taken seriously and responded 
to swiftly and appropriately and all the charity's trustees, staff and volunteers have a responsibility to 
report concerns in accordance with DPAFs Child Protection Procedure. The Festival's Management 
Committee is committed to and responsible for implementing the Festival's Child Protection Policy in 
full.  

Throughout this policy, where "children" are mentioned, this also includes members of vulnerable 
groups; the term "Parents" shall include "guardians and carers". 

1. PURPOSE AND FUNCTION OF ORGANISATION 

The objects of the Devon Performing Arts Festival are to advance the education of the public in the 
Arts, and in particular the Arts of Music, Speech and Drama and Dance in all their branches and to 
provide amateur performers of the Arts with the experience of competing on a prestigious public 
stage with the educational benefit of encouragement and guidance from specialist and highly 
respected adjudicators. 

2. THE FESTIVAL ENVIRONMENT 

The Festival organisers seek to advise and involve all Teachers, Parents, Guardians, Carers and 
Club/Organisation Leaders in ensuring that all possible precautions are taken to protect the well-
being of all persons covered by this Policy (see appropriate points under "To Whom does this Policy 
Apply?" below) and with them will use their best endeavours to ensure a safe and secure 
environment at all times. 

3. TO WHOM DOES THIS POLICY APPLY? 

This policy relates to children under the age of 18 years and those vulnerable adults of any age who 
are identified to the organisers prior to their arrival at the Festival: this should be done in writing to the 
address given in the syllabus and programme. The Festival actively seeks to meet the needs of its 
competitors. 

4. FESTIVAL PERSONNEL 

All Festival personnel, including the committees: 

Å are volunteers 

Å are selected and recruited by personal recommendation, with references and committee agreement 

Å have a copy of this policy and are briefed in its implementation 

Å wear identifying badges at all times 

Å provide contact details which are logged in the festival records 

All Stewards have a job description for the position they occupy, and each position is reviewed to 
establish whether the holder is required to undergo an enhanced disclosure from the Criminal 
Records Bureau. All Stewards are briefed prior to the commencement of their duties, which are 
assigned on a skills basis. Festival personnel sign in and out each day. They are expected, so far as 
is reasonably possible, to monitor the Festival environment and to challenge any unacceptable or 
suspicious behaviour. Problems should be reported to any Festival personnel who can be identified 
by the badge they are wearing. Every problem will be taken seriously, be documented and dated in a 
bound book and acted upon in accordance with DPAFs Child Protection Procedure 2010. 
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5. PREPARATION FOR ATTENDANCE AT THE FESTIVAL 

Whilst endeavouring to create a safe and caring environment, the DPAF does not take responsibility 
for children or vulnerable adults at the Festival and this policy is sent to those responsible for entering 
children to the Festival to make this clear. Our Policy will be included in the Festival Syllabus. Each 
contestant entry form will display a reminder to parents, teachers, carers and guardians of the 
existence of the Festival Child Protection Policy. When programmes are sent out with details of dates 
and times of performance, a copy of this Policy will be supplied for each entrant, unless they enter via 
their school, when one copy only will be sent to the school as teachers will be responsible for 
supervision on the day. Teachers or others who enter children to the Festival are responsible for 
ensuring that all entrants and their parents are made aware of the policy, so that all parents, 
guardians and carers understand that it is their responsibility to make arrangements for their children/ 
vulnerable adults to be adequately supervised. 

Where parents are not personally attending with their children, the Devon Performing Arts Festival 
requires them to be satisfied that their children will be accompanied to the Festival and adequately 
supervised by responsible adults acting on their behalf, and to ensure that their children are aware of 
the identity and name of the person responsible for their care. Festival helpers will not act as 
supervisors at the Festival. 

6. PERFORMANCE AND CHANGING AREAS 

Changing, practice, toilets and other public areas are unsupervised and parents/guardians/carers 
should be mindful of their responsibilities under point 5 above. Individual rehearsals need to be 
organised and supervised by the respective parent/teacher. 

7. PHOTOGRAPHS,VIDEOTAPES and PRESS PHOTOGRAPHY 

The use of any audio or visual recording equipment is strictly prohibited, other that by the agents of 
the Festival. Photographic images, audio and visual recordings may be made by agents of the 
Festival and subsequently may be used in print, on our website or in public broadcast to promote and 
publicise the Festival; they may then be viewed by participants and their families, the general public, 
and other organisations and institutes. If any parent, guardian or carer objects to their child being in 
an official photograph or recording it is the responsibility of the parent, guardian or carer to ensure 
that Festival personnel are made aware of this and that the child is not included. 

8. LEGISLATION AND GUIDANCE THAT SUPPORTS THIS POLICY
